Standard:  

Goal 1.7: Trace how natural resources and technological advances have shaped human civilization.
Theme: 

Wallace Then, Wallace Now

Skill: 

Compare and Contrast

Gaining Attention:  

The teacher will use a random selection of pictures from the following websites.

Show pictures of Wallace from the late 19th and early 20th Century:

Teacher will lead a discussion about why mining played such an important role in Wallace’s early history. Some questions I would use.

1. Did the discovery of minerals that could be mined in the area cause merchants to build the town?

2. Who or what is the town named after?

3. Does mining still make up a major part of Wallace’s economy?

Informing the Learner of the Objective: 

Students will be able to compare and contrast the importance that Wallace and the Silver Valley Mining District played in the early development of this area of Idaho to the local economy today.

Stimulating Recall of Prerequisite Learning: 

Students will take 2-3 minutes to write what they know about the Wallace area and what industries we might discuss. If they don’t recall anything about Wallace, give them a hint with the word mining and have them jot down ideas that they imagine might have happened there.

Teacher will continue a class discussion on: Speculating the types of businesses needed to support the mining and timber industries in the area. As we discuss the businesses in the area write the ideas on the board for students to recall later. Some examples of businesses would be blacksmith, banks, boarding houses and other stores.

Eliciting Desired Behavior: 

Students will partner read the article in Idaho Magazine February 2002; Volume 1 Number 5, pages 24 – 33 "Wallace; Spotlight City,” by IDAHO magazine staff.   

Each partnership will be able to answer the following from their reading.

1. Students will write down what they learned about mining in the Wallace area.

2. The early history of the Wallace area.

3. What types of minerals were recovered in the Wallace area mines?

4. What were some of the major problems that the town of Wallace faced in the beginning of its history?

5. What were the major problems from mining that affected the environment?

6. Compare Wallace’s economy from past to Wallace’s economy to now.

Partners will present their information at the end of the class or during the next class period depending on time.  After presenting their information to the class they will turn in their written information.

Providing Feedback:

Teacher will grade the material based upon the answers from their reading of the article and comment in writing on their papers that were turned in.  

Assessing the Behavior: 

Presentations may be given during class on the day of presenting this lesson or the next available class period depending on the time frame.  

Teacher will provide feedback to students in writing on their papers that were turned in.
Closure:

Teacher will compare and contrast the late 19th and early 20th Century mining history of Wallace to what Wallace looks like in the 21st Century by using a random selection of photos from the following websites.
