Idaho Magazine lesson

11th grade 
Idaho during WWI

Standards: 

• 497.01.d: Identify the causes and consequences of World War I. 489.01.c: Chronologically organize significant events and people in United States history into major eras and themes to identify and explain historical relationships. 

Theme: Everything in the world leaves a foot print. How did your home town leave a mark on the world?
Materials: Power Point, WWI should have already been talked about, information leading up to the war and the war. 

Skill: Be able to know what their home State of Idaho was doing during WWI, compare and contrast, write. 
Gaining Attention: Ask the class, how many of you are from Idaho? Where from? Then discuss what was happening here in Idaho during WWI like selling of horses, soldiers being sent to Europe, and the part Idaho played in a much larger picture. All this is found in the power point and in Idaho Magazine article. Article can be found in Idaho Magazine page 34-38, edition June 2007 vol. 6 No 9. 

Objective: SWBAT compare what was going on in Bliss, Idaho during WWI, to what was happening in Europe. They will have a lecture with power point, and will read the article. 
Stimulation: Power Point
Presenting the information: Read the article about Bliss in Idaho Magazine. Lecture off of the Power Point, students are encouraged to take notes
Desired behavior: Write 1 paragraph analyzing how Idaho was contributing to the larger war. 
Providing feedback: Students will write 1 paragraph that analyzes what was going on in Idaho during WWI. Then compare it to the bigger war. They must answer the question how does what you learned about Bliss, Idaho relate to the bigger war? They may use all class notes and the class text book to help them answer this question. 
Assessing behavior: grade essay
Closure: at the end of class ask the students to answer a Journal question: Do you think that Bliss, Idaho played an important part in the war effort why or why not? Explain. If there is time you may have an open discussion with the class, after they have all thought about the question and written something down.
