Standard:  

Goal 1.7: Trace how natural resources and technological advances have shaped human civilization.
Theme: 

Location! Location! Location!

Skill: 

Identify and Analyze  

Gaining Attention:  (10 Minutes)

Show pictures of the Twin Falls before and after a dam was built across the southern falls.

· Teacher will facilitate a class discussion to theorize why a dam was built in that location.  

Informing the Learner of the Objective: 

Students will be able to identify and analyze the resources necessary to allow a city to function. 

· Teacher will write this objective on the board.  

Stimulating Recall of Prerequisite Learning: (10 minutes)

Teacher will continue a class discussion.  The prompt for the discussion will be: “Theorize what kind of resources does industry need to stay in business in Twin Falls, Idaho?”

Students will participate in class discussion to answer the aforementioned prompt.  Teacher will write responses on the board as students contribute.  

Eliciting Desired Behavior: (40 minutes)

Students will independently read the article in Idaho Magazine (Oct. 2001) pages 32 – 38.  

Reading activities:

K: (What Students Know)

-  Students will write down what they know about Twin Falls prior to reading the article.

-  If students know nothing about Twin Falls, they will write down what resources and industries contribute to the functionality of the City of Twin Falls.  

W: (What Students Want to Know)

-  Students will write down what they hope to learn from reading the article about Twin Falls

L: (What Students have learned) 

-  Students will write down what they have learned about Twin Falls as they are reading the magazine article.  

Students will be in groups of two.  

Group will compile a list of resources available in Twin Falls for industry and residence.  Students will use the Idaho Magazine and / or internet research.  

Students will break resources down into how they are used and why they are important

· Students will theorize what kind of resources a typical business in Twin Falls would need.

· Students will compile a list of resources available for business in Twin Falls.  Students will use the article to find available resources and are free to use the internet to subsidize their research.  

Each group will turn in their findings at the end of the class period.  

Groups can be asked to present their information at the end of the class or during the next class period depending on time.  

Providing Feedback:

Teacher will grade the material that is handed in based on the criteria that students are to use. 

If presentations are given teacher will grade presentation based on the criteria that students are to use to analyze the resources.   

Assessing the Behavior: 

Please note that presentations may be given the following day depending on class size and daily class length.  

Teacher will provide feedback to students and groups dependent upon if a presentation is given.  If time does not permit, teacher will assess behavior based upon the material handed in by the students.   

Closure:

Teacher will close by showing pictures of the building of the Shoshone Falls Power plant and the lights of Twin Falls at night that are powered by this natural resource.
