	Class Objective: SWBAT…identify the ways that President Teddy Roosevelt was a conservationist.

…identify how President Roosevelt discussed foreign policy during his visit to Idaho.

…evaluate the “tangible” and “intangible” impact of President Teddy Roosevelt’s visit to Idaho based on their opinion.
Skills: SWBAT… read information and select what is relevant and important.
…form an opinion and defend it based on the information provided.
Literacy Goal:  Quick Write/Journal – This strategy will allow students the opportunity to think about the information in the opening and interpret the quote.  In the closing, it will allow the teacher to see if the students met the objectives.  Graphic Organizer – This strategy allows students to collect their notes in a formatted, tidy manner where it can be easily retrieved later.  This also provides a way to ensure that students are getting all of the information and can be modified to provide more or less information if necessary.

· Have students answer the following questions:  How has T.R.’s policies affected your life?  Based on what we have read today do you think T.R. was a good political leader?  Why or why not?  When considering the foreign policy of “talk softly but carry a big stick” do you think it was an effective policy?
	

	Lesson Extension:
Have students work in groups or individually to investigate what other Presidents have visited Idaho.  Have them read speeches and newspaper articles about the event and answer the following questions:  What ideas did the visiting President promote that would have made Idahoans happy?  What information in the article talked about the President’s foreign policy?  How was this foreign policy good for national interests?  How do you think other nations might have reacted to this policy?  How did innovations in transportation, make the President’s visit to Idaho possible? 
Have students make posters summarizing the Presidential visit.  The poster should include the following:  The Presidents name, the years he served, what number president he was, and the answers to the researched questions.

When the posters are completed have students compare and contrast the different Presidents using the answers to these questions to come up with patterns regarding Presidential visits (this can be done as a class or in small groups).  Are there specific policies that Presidents usually talk about in Idaho?  Are there other consistencies?
