	COURSE TITLE World Civilization 7th Grade
	LESSON NUMBER  #6

	UNIT   Age of Industry  1750s-1900s—Growth and Modernization
	SPECIFIC TOPIC:  List examples that show how economic opportunity and a higher standard of living are important factors in the migration of people. Show how transportation affects commerce.

	INSTRUCTIONAL GOAL: SWBAT write down the economic and social effects the railroad had on Mountain Home and its community of people. Students should be able to state and argue the effects if no railroad went through Mountain Home. Students will be able to demonstrate from the reading the modernizing effect the railroad can have on a town or city by having a stop in their town. The Idaho Statesman on Kuna will be used for comparing and contrasting the affects of the railroad between Mountain Home and Kuna.


	PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVE—Student will be given pictures from Mountain Home and asked to free write on what they see in the picture and what they can conclude from the picture. Students will then take turns reading aloud the Idaho Magazine article on Mountain Home. Students will take notes and identify ways that Mountain Home was able to transform from a stage coach stop called Rattlesnake Station to the city it is today. Students will then read article on Kuna and see how the town died and was reborn.

	RATIONALE (brief justification) 
 To give students the skills needed to do research and think critically about information they gather. To have them recognize factors that affected hundreds of small communities and why some of them were able to adapt and survive, yet others failed.  My main reason is to get the students to be able to construct an argument and be able to share and defend their thoughts in class. 



	LESSON CONTENT-Students will be given pictures from Mountain Home and be asked to free write on the pictures. Students will be given some prompts of what to write on if they struggle with it (railroad, immigrants, housing, types of jobs,). Teacher will then open up with reading from Idaho Magazine and then follow up with article on Kuna. Teacher will stop at major points in article that pertain to advancement of a city (Railroad, gold rush, farming, cattle, irrigation, investment, Air Force Base). Teacher can visit web site http://www.mountain-home.us/History/htm to have more information and pictures on Mountain Home.
Students will be asked to predict the outcome of Mountain Home if the Air Base was to close (short one page paper, to be turned in). Teacher will conduct a debate for the students to participate in. Teacher will look for students’ ability to construct an argument based on ideas they read from the Idaho Magazine and the Idaho Statesman. 







	INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES 

a. Focusing event –Group reading of the Idaho Magazine article (April 2004  VOL 3. NO7) and Idaho Statesman article (Tuesday, November 25, 2008).
b. Teaching procedures – Free writing then teacher led reading and debate at end of class.
c. Formative check –questions and answer period, students will turn in free writing exercise.
d. Student Participation –Call on students at random and get them to share what they know already about the railroad and its affect it had on cities just like Mountain Home. Students will be called on during the debate.
e. Closure-Students will be asked to hand in a short one page paper on what they think would happen to the city of Mountain Home if the Air Force Base was to close down.   











	EVALUATION PROCEDURES- Students will be graded on class participation and the short paper they hand in at the end of the lesson.
