Objective: Student will be able to:

· Write several short paragraphs that answer the essay questions about Jeanne Givens
Review: Consequences of contact – disease, loss of land, treaties and sovereignty, significance of 100 year difference between Eastern and Western Tribes
New Material: Each student will read the article “Jeanne Givens: Here and Now” in Idaho Magazine.  For the analysis students can highlight relevant passages directly on the article (and mark in the margins what aspect the passage pertains to, e.g. federal policy, cultural synthesis, or cultural heritage) or write them on a separate piece of paper.  Essay questions can be started in class and taken home for homework.  

Essay questions: 


1. What point is the author (or Jeanne Givens) trying to make by the subtitle 

“Here and Now”?  Is it an important point to make? Why or why not? (2 


paragraphs)

2. Using examples from the case study article answer the following:



Does Jeanne Givens think it is important to know and respect her Indian 


heritage?



Does Jeanne Givens believe that Indians can successfully combine the Indian 

and non-Indian cultures?  In your opinion has she done that?



3.  What is Jeanne Givens approach to teaching children about combining old and 
new ways?  Do you think it will be effective? Why or why not? 
    

Desired behavior: read, discuss, and write
Providing feedback: Answer questions as students read quietly to them selves.  Provide comments on written essays and analyses.
Assessment: Students will be assessed on written essays and analyses from case study.
Closure: Call on several students to relate something they learned today.
