Theme: How an individual can make a difference.

 Lesson Goals:
1. Understand the effect of the individual during the urbanizing of a small town in the West during the late 1800s.

2. Given certain criteria, develop a city on ones own.

Objectives:


Students will be able to:



-Explain the importance an individual plays in the growing of a community..

- Produce plans for a city with the student being the organizer and leader during the growing phase.



- Explore the different options in making a city develop and work together.



- State requirements for a successful town during the late 1800’s.

Strategy: 

· Visual application:  The students will read the article in the December 2006 Issue of Idaho Magazine. Volume 6 No. 3:; Hagerman spotlight city pg.32.
· Creative Research: Students will use the assignment sheet with guidelines to successfully create their own town standards as the leader.
Rationale: During the mining times in the West, small towns were starting to take shape all over.  In Idaho, Hagerman was a city which was influenced strongly by one man.  Students need to understand the effect that one could make on the growing and expansion of a particular city.  Using these skills creatively could help students to see what impact and the steps necessary to take to make a successful town.  Using the example from the Idaho Magazine will help to see the impact an individual could make in moving forward as a city.
Procedures/Activities:
1. HOOK: have a picture of the Hagerman Horse on the overhead. (attached photo)  When students walk in have them write in a journal or on a piece of paper what the picture is and where it came from. (Maybe they remember it from Idaho history class!)
2. After giving them a couple minutes to write down some ideas, have a class discussion about the picture and the fossil. Discuss how it put the small town on the map.
Some prompt questions to consider:

Where is Hagerman?

Has anyone ever been there?  What do they remember from some other small city they may have visited? 

3. Ask students what else may have put a small town in the West on the map during the late 1800’s.  Students should be writing down suggestions as well as ideas to share.  

4. Discuss with class what may have been desirable to people to move to a small town during this time.  Ex. Bridge work, mining, military, born there, etc.  

5. Pass out the Hagerman article to the class. Tell them to be watching for individuals that made a difference, groups, places, jobs. (These should be written on the board). Tell the class to use highlighters or write them in their notes for reference later.

6. After the article has been read, pass out the assignment sheet (attached) and go over directions for the activity.  Be sure to answer any questions about the directions and assignment for clarity.

7. Allow students adequate time to finish their papers.  Use the next day during class to split the class into groups and share about their western towns.

Assessment:

-Final product of the Western Town Activity
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Directions:  After reading the article about a small town and its history it is now YOUR turn to write about a town that you are going to help urbanize and grow.  You will write a 1-2 page paper considering the following in your description. Use the article in Idaho Magazine as your example.  You can write it as an article that was written today about the town or a description during the 1800’s.
You are a resident of a small mining town in the West during 1893.  Things are starting to change and you have been asked to be the prominent figure in the town.  It is your responsibility to arrange the main street of the town with important buildings as well as make jobs for people as they live in your town. 
Include:

Name

Population

Jobs

Buildings: Names, activities and purposes

Recreation activities nearby

Special things that put it on the map (use your imaginations!)

Festivals, gatherings parades

Native American Tribes nearby and their involvement with the town.

Bridges, lakes, rivers

Transportation around town, or to bigger cities

Your involvement as a leader.  Do you have a holiday?  Did you bring in the telephone? Did you succeed in getting a railroad?

Anything else that may help your town grow!
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
